2025 and other housing legislation 
This policy applies once the Council has made a decision to commence civil penalty proceedings. 

In this policy, the term ‘landlord’ should be read as including leƫng agents, managing agents, 
licensors, property owners, corporate landlords, directors of corporate landlords, registered 
providers of social housing and any other person involved in the leƫng or management of 
accommodaƟon. 

In this policy, the term ‘corporate landlord’ should be read as referring to a body corporate that 
meets the definiƟon of ‘landlord’ above. 

In this policy, the terms ‘House in MulƟple OccupaƟon’ or ‘HMO’ are defined by the Housing Act 
2004. 

The following breaches are subject to a civil penalty with a statutory maximum of £7,000: 

 Failure to give a wriƩen statement of terms and any other prescribed informaƟon under 
secƟon 16D of the Housing Act 1988. 

 AƩempƟng to let a property for a fixed term under secƟon 16E of the Housing Act 1988. 
 AƩempƟng to end a tenancy by service of a noƟce to quit under secƟon 16E of the Housing 

Act 1988. 
 AƩempƟng to end a tenancy orally or requiring that it is ended orally under secƟon 16E of 

the Housing Act 1988. 
 Serving an evicƟon noƟce that aƩempts to end a tenancy outside the prescribed secƟon 8 

process under secƟon 16E of the Housing Act 1988. 
 Relying on a ground where the landlord does not reasonably believe that the landlord is/will 

be able to obtain possession under secƟon 16E of the Housing Act 1988. 
 Failing to provide a tenant with prior noƟce that a ground which requires it may be used 

under secƟon 16E of the Housing Act 1988. 
 Failure to give an exisƟng tenant prescribed informaƟon about changes made by the Renters’ 

Rights Act 2025 in the prescribed form and Ɵmeframe under paragraph 7(2) of schedule 6 to 
the Renters’ Rights Act 2025. 

 DiscriminaƟon relaƟng to children in the leƫngs process under secƟon 33 of the Renters’ 
Rights Act 2025. 

 DiscriminaƟon relaƟng to benefits in the leƫngs process under secƟon 34 of the Renters’ 
Rights Act 2025. 

 Failure to specify proposed rent within a wriƩen adverƟsement or offer under secƟon 56 of 
the Renters’ Rights Act 2025. 

 InviƟng, encouraging or accepƟng any offer of rent greater than the stated rate under secƟon 
56 of the Renters’ Rights Act 2025. 

The following breaches are subject to a civil penalty with a statutory maximum of £40,000: 

 Breach of duty under RegulaƟon 3, 3B, 3C, and 3D of The Electrical Safety Standards in the 
Private Rented Sector and Social Rented Sector (England) RegulaƟons 2020. 
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The following offences are subject to a civil penalty with a statutory maximum of £40,000: 

 Unlawful evicƟon and harassment of occupier under secƟon 1 of the ProtecƟon from 
EvicƟon Act 1977. 

 ConƟnuaƟon of conduct subject to a relevant penalty (under s.16I or s.16K Housing Act 
1988) aŌer the 28-day period (or, if appealed, aŌer conclusion of the appeal) where the final 
noƟce has not been withdrawn under secƟon 16J of the Housing Act 1988 

 Conduct giving rise to liability under s.16I, where within the preceding five years the landlord 
has either (i) had a relevant penalty (under s.16I or s.16K Housing Act 1988) imposed for 
different conduct and the final noƟce has not been withdrawn, or (ii) been convicted under 
s.16J for different conduct under secƟon 16(J) of the Housing Act 1988. 

 Relying on a ground knowing the landlord would not be able to obtain possession or being 
reckless as to whether they would under secƟon 16J of the Housing Act 1988. 

 Breach of restricƟons relaƟng to releƫng (s16(E)(2) Housing Act 1988) or remarkeƟng 
(s16(E)(3) Housing Act 1988) a property within restricted period aŌer using Grounds 1 or 1A 
of Schedule 2 Housing Act 1988 under secƟon 16J of the Housing Act 1988. 

 Breach of a banning order under secƟon 21 of the Housing and Planning Act 2016. 
 Failure to comply with an Improvement NoƟce under secƟon 30 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 ContravenƟon of an overcrowding noƟce under secƟon 139 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 Failure to obtain a selecƟve licence under secƟon 95 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 Failure to obtain an HMO licence under secƟon 72 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 Knowingly permiƫng over-occupaƟon of an HMO under secƟon 72 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 Failure to comply with management regulaƟons in respect of HMOs under secƟon 234 of the 

Housing Act 2004. 
 Failure to comply with HMO licence condiƟons under secƟon 72 of the Housing Act 2004. 
 Failure to comply with selecƟve licence condiƟons under secƟon 95 of the Housing Act 2004. 

If a landlord has commiƩed mulƟple breaches or offences, a separate civil penalty can, and usually 
will, be imposed for each breach and offence. In each case, the level of any civil penalty imposed will 
be determined in accordance with this policy. 

If mulƟple landlords have commiƩed the same breach or offence at the same property, a separate 
civil penalty can, and usually will, be imposed on each offender. In each case, the level of civil penalty 
imposed on each offender will be in accordance with this policy. 

This policy outlines the Council’s methodology and mechanism for assessing and seƫng the level of a 
civil penalty at all stages where a civil penalty is under consideraƟon, including the preparaƟon of a 
noƟce of intent, and where a final decision has been made to impose a civil penalty. 

When applying the civil penalƟes matrix, interim calculaƟons at individual stages may result in 
figures that exceed the statutory maximum. Where the final amount reached following applicaƟon of 
all relevant steps exceeds the statutory maximum, the civil penalty will be reduced to the applicable 
statutory maximum. 

The Council considers the need for transparency and consistency to be of primary importance to 
ensure fairness in the discharge of its funcƟons. The general objecƟve of this policy is, therefore, to 
promote both transparency and consistency in the imposiƟon of financial penalƟes so that those 
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involved in the leƫng or management of accommodaƟon (a) know how the Council will generally 
penalise relevant breaches and offences and (b) are assured that, generally, like cases will be 
penalised similarly, and different cases penalised differently. 

The Council recognises that, despite its best efforts, landlords may operate unlawfully for a 
significant period without detecƟon, and that only a proporƟon of those commiƫng relevant 
breaches and offences will be idenƟfied. Accordingly, the Council seeks to ensure that civil penalƟes 
are set at a level that makes it clear to the landlord concerned and to others that operaƟng 
unlawfully as a landlord is financially disadvantageous when compared to operaƟng lawfully. 

The Council has a duty to act fairly, transparently and consistently when assessing civil penalƟes. To 
maintain fairness between all landlords, the Council will not give weight to claims advanced as 
factors that might reduce the amount of a civil penalty unless those claims are supported by 
evidence that the Council reasonably considers to be relevant, reliable, credible, and sufficient in 
scope and detail to enable proper assessment of the claim, having regard to the nature of the claim, 
the informaƟon ordinarily available to the landlord, and the need for consistent and fair decision-
making. Allowing inadequately evidenced asserƟons to influence outcomes would risk rewarding 
those who provide incomplete or misleading informaƟon and would create an unfair advantage over 
landlords who provide a full and properly evidenced account. Accordingly, the Council expects 
landlords against whom a civil penalty is being considered to provide all documents and records that 
would ordinarily exist if their account were accurate. Where such evidence is not provided, and no 
explanaƟon that the Council considers adequate is given, the Council may draw an adverse inference. 

Where claims are advanced without sufficient supporƟng evidence, the Council may request 
specified supporƟng material before determining whether to issue a final noƟce or whether any 
miƟgaƟon has been sufficiently evidenced so as to jusƟfy a lower civil penalty. 

The further objecƟves of using financial penalƟes in parƟcular as a means of enforcing the above 
breaches and offences are explained below. 

Statutory Guidance 
The Government has issued statutory guidance enƟtled “Civil penalƟes under the Renters' Rights Act 
2025 and other housing legislaƟon”. The Council has regard to this guidance in the exercise of their 
funcƟons in respect of civil penalƟes. 

The Council has considered the following factors in developing this civil penalty policy to help ensure 
that the civil penalty is set at an appropriate level. 

Severity of the breach or offence. The more serious the breach or offence, the higher the 
penalty should be. 

Culpability and track record of the offender. A higher penalty will be appropriate where the 
offender has a history of failing to comply with their obligaƟons and/or their acƟons were 
deliberate and/or they knew, or ought to have known, that they were in breach of their legal 
responsibiliƟes. 

The harm caused to the tenant. This is a very important factor when determining the level 
of penalty. The greater the actual harm or the potenƟal for harm, principally to the tenant 
but also potenƟally the local community, the higher the penalty should be. 
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Punishment of the offender. The penalty should, in a way that is fair, both punish the 
offender and demonstrate the consequences of not complying with their responsibiliƟes. 

Deter the offender from repeaƟng breaches or offences. The ulƟmate goal is to prevent any 
further offending and help ensure that the offender fully complies with all of their legal 
responsibiliƟes in future. The level of the penalty should therefore be set at a level that it is 
likely to have a very significant deterrent effect. 

Deter others from commiƫng similar breaches or offences. While the fact that someone 
has received a civil penalty may not be in the public domain, the civil penalty policy itself will 
be and local authoriƟes should consider how their formal enforcement acƟvity can be 
effecƟvely publicised. 

An important part of deterrence is the realisaƟon on the part of landlords that the local 
housing authority is proacƟve in levying civil penalƟes where the need to do so exists and 
the civil penalty will be set at a high enough level such that operaƟng lawfully will be the 
sensible financial choice. 

Remove any financial benefit the offender may have obtained as a result of commiƫng the 
breach or offence. The principle here is that it should not be in the offender’s financial 
interest to commit a breach or offence rather than comply, for example that the penalty for 
breaching licensing condiƟons in respect of occupancy of a property is less than the 
addiƟonal rent received as a result of the over-crowding. The absence of any financial benefit 
to the landlord does not mean though that the penalty should be reduced. 

Civil Penalties Matrix 
In determining the level of a civil penalty, officers will have regard to the matrix set out below. The 
matrix consists of the following sequenƟal steps: 

1. Determining the starƟng point based on the seriousness of the breach or offence. 
2. Adjustment for factors relaƟng to the type of landlord; size and type of porƞolio controlled, 

owned or managed; experience of the landlord (“Landlord Type”) 
3. MiƟgaƟng and aggravaƟng factors the Council deems significant including, but not limited to, 

factors relaƟng to the track record and culpability of the landlord and the actual or potenƟal 
harm to the occupants. 

4. Financial consideraƟons. 
5. Applying the totality principle. 

Starting point based of seriousness of the breach or 
offence 
The Ministry of Housing, CommuniƟes & Local Government has provided statutory guidance that 
prescribes starƟng points for all breaches and offences based on the seriousness of the breach or 
offence. The excepƟon to this prescripƟon is for breaches of licensing condiƟons under secƟons 72(3) 
and 95(2) of the Housing Act 2004, where the Council has determined its own starƟng levels based 
on the seriousness of the specific licence condiƟon or type of licence condiƟon that has not be 
complied with. 
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Adjustment for factors relating to the type of landlord; size 
and type of portfolio controlled, owned or managed; 
experience of the landlord (“Landlord Type”) 
While all landlords are expected to comply fully with their legal obligaƟons, the Council considers 
that a higher standard of professionalism and regulatory awareness is reasonably expected of 
landlords who operate at greater scale, who have greater experience, or who are involved in more 
complex forms of leƫng. Where such landlords fail to comply with their obligaƟons, this will 
ordinarily jusƟfy a higher civil penalty. 

In parƟcular, a higher degree of professionalism is expected of landlords who: 

 Control, own, or manage a significant porƞolio of properƟes; 
 Have significant experience in the leƫng or management of property; 
 Are or have been involved in the leƫng or management of Houses in MulƟple OccupaƟon 

(HMOs); 
 Are corporate landlords; or 
 Are or have been directors of corporate landlords. 

An upward adjustment of 20% of the applicable starƟng point will be applied where the landlord 
meets any one or more of the following criteria: 

 The landlord has, at any point in Ɵme, controlled, owned, or managed six or more 
properƟes. These properƟes need not have been held concurrently or at the Ɵme civil 
penalty proceedings are brought. 

 The landlord has, at any point in Ɵme, controlled, owned, or managed three or more 
properƟes that operated as HMOs, whether or not concurrently. 

 The landlord is, or has previously been, a director of a corporate landlord. 
 The landlord is a corporate landlord. 
 The landlord has, in the Council’s assessment and by reference to the available evidence, 

significant experience in the leƫng or management of property. 

A downward adjustment of 20% of the applicable starƟng point will be applied only where all of the 
following criteria are met: 

 The landlord has, at any point in Ɵme, controlled, owned, or managed no more than two 
properƟes. 

 The landlord has controlled, owned, or managed no more than one property that has 
operated as an HMO, at any point in Ɵme. 

 The landlord has, in the Council’s assessment and by reference to the available evidence, 
very limited experience in the leƫng or management of property. 

Mitigating and aggravating factors the Council deems 
significant including, but not limited to, factors relating to 
the track record and culpability of the landlord and the 
actual or potential harm to the occupants 
To promote fairness and consistency in the administraƟon of civil penalƟes, the Council will apply a 
structured and consistent framework when determining the extent to which miƟgaƟng and 
aggravaƟng factors affect the quantum of any civil penalty. 
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General approach 
Each breach or offence may have offence-specific miƟgaƟng and/or aggravaƟng factors, which will be 
considered alongside the generic factors set out below. 

Where mulƟple civil penalƟes are issued under this policy against the same landlord at the same 
Ɵme, and except where expressly stated otherwise, miƟgaƟng and aggravaƟng factors will be 
considered and applied separately to each civil penalty when determining the quantum of each 
penalty. 

MiƟgaƟng factors 
The Council may reduce the level of a civil penalty by up to 20% of the applicable starƟng point to 
reflect the presence of miƟgaƟng factors. 

Only in excepƟonal circumstances may the Council depart from the applicaƟon of this policy in 
respect of miƟgaƟng factors and apply a reducƟon in excess of 20%. ExcepƟonal circumstances are 
rare and unusual and are not established merely by the presence of mulƟple miƟgaƟng factors. 

Within the framework of this policy, the Council has not sought to provide an exhausƟve list of 
miƟgaƟng factors, recognising that a wide range of circumstances may potenƟally give rise to 
miƟgaƟon. However, the following generic miƟgaƟng factors will be considered in respect of each 
breach or offence: 

Steps taken to remedy the basis of the breach or offence 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 Promptly remedying all elements of the breach or offence aŌer receiving communicaƟon 
from the Council. 

 Promptly remedying all the significant elements of the breach or offence leaving only less 
significant elements of the breach or offence. 

A high level of cooperaƟon 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 ProacƟve provision of significant informaƟon the Council reasonably considers relevant 
beyond that required by statutory noƟce. 

Acceptance of liability 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 AccepƟng liability before or within the period for representaƟons. 

Where a landlord relies on a reasonable excuse defence or otherwise contests liability, this miƟgaƟng 
factor will not usually apply. 

Health circumstances 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 A serious health condiƟon or medical incident experienced by the landlord during, or in the 
period immediately preceding, the breach or offence, where there is clear and reliable 
evidence that the condiƟon had a direct and material impact on the landlord’s ability to 
comply with the relevant legal obligaƟon. Examples may include, but are not limited to, a 
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heart aƩack, stroke, cancer diagnosis, or other acute or serious medical event causing 
significant incapacity or impairment. 

Diminished culpability (limited responsibility) 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 A joint landlord who has evidenced that compliance arrangements for the subject property 
were directed and controlled by another joint landlord, and not by them. 

 A landlord who became involved only aŌer an unforeseen change in circumstances (such as 
the death of the previous landlord) and who commiƩed the breach or offence only for a 
limited period while puƫng their affairs in order. 

The instrucƟon of a managing or leƫng agent, or reliance on an agent’s acƟons or omissions, will not 
of itself consƟtute diminished culpability. 

AggravaƟng factors 
The Council may increase the level of a civil penalty by up to 20% of the applicable starƟng point to 
reflect the presence of aggravaƟng factors. 

Only in excepƟonal circumstances may the Council depart from the applicaƟon of this policy in 
respect of aggravaƟng factors and apply an increase in excess of 20%. ExcepƟonal circumstances are 
rare and unusual and are not established merely by the presence of mulƟple aggravaƟng factors. 

The following generic aggravaƟng factors will be considered in respect of each breach or offence: 

Previous history of non-compliance. 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 Previous successful prosecuƟons (including relevant spent convicƟons), previous civil 
penalƟes, previous rent repayment orders, previous works in default, previous simple 
cauƟons. 

Concurrent invesƟgaƟons or proceedings relaƟng to other civil penalƟes, prosecuƟons, or rent 
repayment orders will not be treated as previous non-compliance. 

Non-cooperaƟon with the Council. 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 Failure to comply with noƟces issued under secƟon 16 of the Local Government 
(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, secƟon 235 of the Housing Act 2004, or secƟon 114 of 
the Renters’ Rights Act 2025. 

 Failing to provide a substanƟve response to a leƩer of alleged offence. 
 Failing to aƩend previously agreed meeƟngs. 

Where the Council has prosecuted, or is pursuing a prosecuƟon, in respect of the same act or 
omission involving failure to provide legally required informaƟon (including failure to comply with a 
statutory noƟce), that conduct will not also be treated as an aggravaƟng factor for the purposes of 
seƫng the civil penalty, in order to avoid double counƟng. 
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Where mulƟple civil penalƟes are imposed against the same landlord at the same Ɵme, this 
aggravaƟng factor will be applied only to the civil penalty with the highest starƟng point, unless there 
is a clear and reasoned basis for applying it differently. 

Deliberate intent or negligence when commiƫng the offence. 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 Knowledge that the breach or offence was occurring. 
 ConƟnuaƟon of offending aŌer communicaƟon from the Council. 
 PremeditaƟon or planning, including steps taken to prevent detecƟon or effecƟve 

invesƟgaƟon. 
 Providing false or misleading informaƟon to the Council. 
 Applying pressure to occupants to deter cooperaƟon with the Council. 

The number of occupants affected. 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 3-5 occupants affected. 

DuraƟon of non-compliance. 

Non-exhausƟve examples include: 

 The offence or breach occurred over a 3–6 month period. 

Vulnerability of occupants 

Non-exhausƟve examples include children and young adults, persons vulnerable by reason of age, 
disability or sensory impairment, persons with drug or alcohol dependency, vicƟms of domesƟc 
abuse, children in care, persons with complex health needs, persons who do not speak English as a 
first language, vicƟms of trafficking or sexual exploitaƟon, refugees, asylum seekers, and pregnant 
women. 

Financial considerations 
The Council will review the quantum of the civil penalty and consider whether it is sufficient to act as 
an effecƟve deterrent to future non-compliance. Where the Council has evidence that it considers to 
be sufficiently reliable regarding rental income and/or asset value from the landlord’s, it may 
determine that an increase in the level of the penalty is appropriate in order to achieve effecƟve 
deterrence. 

It is essenƟal that, as an absolute minimum, landlords do not financially benefit from their offending 
behaviour. 

Financial circumstances will ordinarily be considered aŌer any wriƩen representaƟons have been 
received and as part of the determinaƟon of any final noƟce. 

Where a landlord seeks to rely on a strained or limited financial posiƟon as a basis for reducing the 
level of a civil penalty, that posiƟon must be supported by appropriate and verifiable evidence 
sufficient to enable the Council to assess the landlord’s financial posiƟon consistently, objecƟvely, 
and transparently. Unsupported asserƟons, parƟal disclosure, or selecƟve provision of informaƟon 
will not be given weight. 
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At a minimum, and where such informaƟon exists, the following should be provided as part of any 
wriƩen representaƟons: 

 The last three full tax years full self-assessment tax returns filed with HMRC, including all 
addiƟonal and supplemental pages; 

 The last three full tax years’ SA302 documents & tax year overviews; 
 The last three months’ payslips; 
 The last three years P60 cerƟficates; 
 The last twelve months’ Universal Credit payment statements; 
 A list of all property assets owned or jointly owned (not limited to rental properƟes), 

together with corresponding Land Registry Ɵtle documents; 
 A list of all property assets owned, or held on a long lease, by any corporate enƟty in which 

the landlord has a beneficial interest, together with corresponding Land Registry 
documentaƟon; 

 The most recent annual mortgage statement for each property, or the last twelve months’ 
mortgage statements where the mortgage has been in place for less than twelve months; 

 ValuaƟon statements for all ISAs held; 
 Statements from any cryptoasset exchange accounts showing balances and valuaƟons; 
 A list of all shareholdings; 
 Recent bank statements for any account holding a balance in excess of £5,000; 
 Recent statements for all secured and unsecured loans; 
 Bankruptcy orders and official noƟficaƟons of bankruptcy. 

Where the Council is not saƟsfied that it has been provided with sufficiently reliable, complete, and 
accurate informaƟon to assess the landlord’s financial posiƟon, the Council may draw the inference 
that the landlord is able to pay the civil penalty as imposed. 

A claimed inability to pay will not, of itself, outweigh the need to ensure effecƟve deterrence or to 
remove any financial benefit obtained as a result of the breach or offence. 

The totality principle 
The Council will have regard to the totality principle to ensure that the overall outcome of its 
enforcement acƟon is just and proporƟonate. In excepƟonal cases, and having regard to the 
parƟcular circumstances of the case, the Council may take account of totality at an earlier stage by 
deciding not to pursue a civil penalty in respect of a specific breach or offence where doing so would 
render the overall outcome disproporƟonate. 

In general, however, the applicaƟon of the totality principle will form the final step in the Council’s 
decision-making process, undertaken aŌer any wriƩen representaƟons have been considered and 
before final noƟces are issued, once the level of each individual civil penalty has been assessed in 
accordance with this policy. 

As a final step before issuing final noƟces, the Council will consider whether mulƟple civil penalƟes 
being imposed under this policy against the same landlord at the same Ɵme result in an aggregate 
amount that is just and proporƟonate. Where the Council concludes that the aggregate amount 
would not be just and proporƟonate, it will consider whether a proporƟonate reducƟon of the 
penalƟes is appropriate. 

The totality principle does not operate across different legal persons who are separately liable in law, 
nor does it operate across civil penalƟes imposed at different Ɵmes. In general, it applies only to 
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mulƟple civil penalƟes imposed under this policy on the same person at the same Ɵme. Where, 
however, legislaƟon provides that an officer of a body corporate, or a person concerned in its 
management, may be separately liable in relaƟon to the same conduct as the body corporate, and 
that officer also holds a shareholding interest in the body corporate, the Council will, where civil 
penalƟes are imposed at the same Ɵme on both the body corporate and the officer arising from that 
same conduct, consider whether the combined outcome results in puniƟve duplicaƟon and is 
therefore not just and proporƟonate. 

Where a reducƟon is applied under the totality principle, the Council will ordinarily do so by applying 
a uniform percentage reducƟon across all relevant civil penalƟes being issued at the same Ɵme, 
being those civil penalƟes that form part of the same totality assessment. Where, however, the 
applicaƟon of the totality principle is required to address puniƟve duplicaƟon arising from a shared 
economic interest between a body corporate and an officer, the Council may apply a differenƟal 
adjustment to ensure that the overall outcome is just and proporƟonate. 

This approach reflects the statutory guidance on the applicaƟon of the totality principle and is 
intended to promote consistency, transparency, and proporƟonality, while avoiding arbitrary or 
selecƟve adjustment of individual penalƟes. 

In accordance with the statutory guidance, any rent repayment orders made in respect of the same 
breach or offence will be disregarded for the purposes of assessing the totality of civil penalƟes 
under this policy. 

Offences and breaches where a civil penalty 
may be levied and relevant considerations as 
to the level of that penalty 

Protection from Eviction Act 1977 offences 
Unlawful evicƟon and harassment of occupier - secƟon 1 of the ProtecƟon from EvicƟon Act 1977

Breach of licence condiƟons – SecƟon 95(2) Housing Act 2004 
All granted selecƟve licences impose a set of condiƟons on the licence holder. It is important that the 
licence holder of a licensed property complies with all imposed condiƟons, but the Council 
recognises that a failure to comply with certain licence condiƟons is likely to have a much bigger 
impact on the safety and comfort of residents than others. 
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The starƟng levels for each different type of licence condiƟon breach is set out below based on the 
seriousness of the offence. Where a licence condiƟon could be interpreted to fall within two different 
potenƟal starƟng levels, the higher starƟng level will be chosen. 

Where mulƟple licence condiƟons have been breached at a single property, a separate civil penalty 
will be imposed for each licence condiƟon that has been breached.

Process for imposing a civil penalty and the right to make 
written representations 
NoƟce of intent 
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Before imposing a civil penalty on a landlord, the Council will give the landlord a noƟce of intent. The 
noƟce of intent will set out: 

 The amount of the proposed civil penalty 
 The reasons for proposing to impose the civil penalty 
 InformaƟon about their right to make wriƩen representaƟons 

Right to make wriƩen representaƟons 
A landlord who is given a noƟce of intent may make wriƩen representaƟons to the Council about the 
proposal to impose a civil penalty. Any representaƟons must be made within a period of 28 days 
beginning with the day aŌer the date on which the noƟce of intent was given. 

Decision aŌer the representaƟons period 
AŌer the end of the period for representaƟons the Council will: 

 Decide whether to impose a civil penalty on the landlord; and 
 If it decides to impose a civil penalty, decide the amount of the penalty. This amount can be 

higher or lower than the amount stated in the noƟce of intent. 

A landlord’s recƟficaƟon of the idenƟfied breach or offence during the representaƟons period will 
rarely, of itself, lead the Council to conclude that the imposiƟon of a civil penalty is inappropriate. 
However, compliance at that stage will usually be relevant to the assessment of miƟgaƟng factors 
that may reduce the level of any civil penalty imposed. 

Similarly, an admission of liability will rarely, of itself, lead the Council to conclude that the imposiƟon 
of a civil penalty is inappropriate. An admission of liability will, however, usually be relevant to the 
assessment of miƟgaƟng factors that may reduce the level of any civil penalty imposed. 

Final noƟce 
If, following the receipt of wriƩen representaƟons and/or the expiry of the Ɵme period to make 
wriƩen representaƟons, the Council decides to impose a civil penalty on the landlord, it will give the 
landlord a final noƟce imposing that penalty. 

The final noƟce will set out: 
 The amount of the civil penalty 
 The reasons for imposing the penalty 
 InformaƟon about how to pay the penalty 
 The period for payment of the penalty 
 InformaƟon about rights of appeal 
 The consequences of failure to comply with the noƟce 

Discount for prompt payment 
Where a civil penalty imposed by a final noƟce is paid in full within the period specified in that noƟce 
(normally 28 days beginning with the day aŌer the final noƟce is given), the Council will apply a 
discount of 15% to the amount of the civil penalty. 

The availability of the discount is condiƟonal upon full payment being received within the specified 
period. The discount period will not be extended or suspended by the bringing of an appeal. A 
landlord who chooses to appeal may sƟll benefit from the discount by paying the civil penalty in full 
within the specified period; however, where payment is not made within that period, the discount 
will not apply. 
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IllustraƟve example of the applicaƟon of the discount 
The landlord of an HMO property fails to obtain a licence. They only operate two HMO properƟes 
and there are no other relevant factors or aggravaƟng features. The starƟng point for the offence 
under the Council’s civil penalƟes matrix is £17,000. 

Following the issue of a noƟce of intent proposing a civil penalty of £17,000, the landlord makes 
wriƩen representaƟons. Having considered those representaƟons, the Council determines to impose 
a civil penalty of £16,000, as set out in the final noƟce. 

If the landlord pays the civil penalty in full within the payment period specified in the final noƟce, a 
15% prompt payment discount is applied, resulƟng in a discounted payment of £13,600. 

Appeals 
A landlord who is given a final noƟce may appeal to the First-Ɵer Tribunal (Property Chamber) against 
the decision to impose a civil penalty and/or the amount of the civil penalty. Any appeal must be 
made within 28 days beginning with the day aŌer the date on which the final noƟce was given. 

Where an appeal is brought, the final noƟce is suspended unƟl the appeal is finally determined or 
withdrawn. 

An appeal to the First-Ɵer Tribunal is by way of a re-hearing of the Council’s decision. In determining 
an appeal, the Tribunal may have regard to maƩers of which the Council was unaware at the Ɵme the 
decision to impose the civil penalty was made. 

The Tribunal may dismiss an appeal if it is saƟsfied that the appeal is frivolous, vexaƟous, an abuse of 
process, or has no reasonable prospect of success. 

The First-Ɵer Tribunal may invite the parƟes to consider mediaƟon or another form of alternaƟve 
dispute resoluƟon. The Council will not generally agree to mediaƟon in relaƟon to the level of a civil 
penalty, as civil penalƟes are determined by reference to this Policy to promote fair, consistent, and 
proporƟonate outcomes. Agreeing reducƟons outside the Policy framework would risk undermining 
consistency and the Council’s enforcement objecƟves. 

On determinaƟon of an appeal, the Tribunal may: 

 Confirm the civil penalty 
 Vary the amount of the civil penalty (whether by increase or reducƟon) 
 Cancel the civil penalty 

Where the Tribunal varies a civil penalty by increasing its amount, it may do so only up to the 
applicable statutory maximum for the relevant breach or offence (£7,000 or £40,000, as applicable). 

A party to the appeal may apply for permission to appeal the decision of the First-Ɵer Tribunal to the 
Upper Tribunal (Lands Chamber).

	If mulple landlords have commied the same breach or oﬀence at the same property, a separate civil penalty can, and usually will, be imposed on each oﬀender. In each case, the level of civil penalty imposed on each oﬀender will be in accordance with this policy.

	The Government has issued statutory guidance entled “Civil penales under the Renters' Rights Act 2025 and other housing legislaon”. The Council has regard to this guidance in the exercise of their funcons in respect of civil penales. 
	The Council has considered the following factors in developing this civil penalty policy to help ensure that the civil penalty is set at an appropriate level. 
	Severity of the breach or oﬀence. The more serious the breach or oﬀence, the higher the penalty should be. 
	Culpability and track record of the oﬀender. A higher penalty will be appropriate where the oﬀender has a history of failing to comply with their obligaons and/or their acons were deliberate and/or they knew, or ought to have known, that they were in breach of their legal responsibilies. 
	The harm caused to the tenant. This is a very important factor when determining the level of penalty. The greater the actual harm or the potenal for harm, principally to the tenant but also potenally the local community, the higher the penalty should be. 
	Punishment of the oﬀender. The penalty should, in a way that is fair, both punish the oﬀender and demonstrate the consequences of not complying with their responsibilies. 
	Deter the oﬀender from repeang breaches or oﬀences. The ulmate goal is to prevent any further oﬀending and help ensure that the oﬀender fully complies with all of their legal responsibilies in future. The level of the penalty should therefore be set at a level that it is likely to have a very signiﬁcant deterrent eﬀect. 
	Deter others from comming similar breaches or oﬀences. While the fact that someone has received a civil penalty may not be in the public domain, the civil penalty policy itself will be and local authories should consider how their formal enforcement acvity can be eﬀecvely publicised. 
	An important part of deterrence is the realisaon on the part of landlords that the local housing authority is proacve in levying civil penales where the need to do so exists and the civil penalty will be set at a high enough level such that operang lawfully will be the sensible ﬁnancial choice. 
	Remove any ﬁnancial beneﬁt the oﬀender may have obtained as a result of comming the breach or oﬀence. The principle here is that it should not be in the oﬀender’s ﬁnancial interest to commit a breach or oﬀence rather than comply, for example that the penalty for breaching licensing condions in respect of occupancy of a property is less than the addional rent received as a result of the over-crowding. 	While all landlords are expected to comply fully with their legal obligaons, the Council considers that a higher standard of professionalism and regulatory awareness is reasonably expected of landlords who operate at greater scale, who have greater experience, or who are involved in more complex forms of leng. 	Where a civil penalty imposed by a ﬁnal noce is paid in full within the period speciﬁed in that noce (normally 28 days beginning with the day aer the ﬁnal noce is given), the Council will apply a discount of 15% to the amount of the civil penalty. 
	The availability of the discount is condional upon full payment being received within the speciﬁed period. The discount period will not be extended or suspended by the bringing of an appeal. A landlord who chooses to appeal may sll beneﬁt from the discount by paying the civil penalty in full within the speciﬁed period; however, where payment is not made within that period, the discount will not apply. 
	Illustrave example of the applicaon of the discount 
	The landlord of an HMO property fails to obtain a licence. They only operate two HMO properes and there are no other relevant factors or aggravang features. The starng point for the oﬀence under the Council’s civil penales matrix is £17,000. 
	Following the issue of a noce of intent proposing a civil penalty of £17,000, the landlord makes wrien representaons. Having considered those representaons, the Council determines to impose a civil penalty of £16,000, as set out in the ﬁnal noce. 
	If the landlord pays the civil penalty in full within the payment period speciﬁed in the ﬁnal noce, a 15% prompt payment discount is applied, resulng in a discounted payment of £13,600. 

	Appeals 
	Appeals 
	A landlord who is given a ﬁnal noce may appeal to the First-er Tribunal (Property Chamber) against the decision to impose a civil penalty and/or the amount of the civil penalty. Any appeal must be made within 28 days beginning with the day aer the date on which the ﬁnal noce was given. 
	Where an appeal is brought, the ﬁnal noce is suspended unl the appeal is ﬁnally determined or withdrawn. 
	An appeal to the First-er Tribunal is by way of a re-hearing of the Council’s decision. In determining an appeal, the Tribunal may have regard to maers of which the Council was unaware at the me the decision to impose the civil penalty was made. 
	The Tribunal may dismiss an appeal if it is sasﬁed that the appeal is frivolous, vexaous, an abuse of process, or has no reasonable prospect of success. 
	The First-er Tribunal may invite the pares to consider mediaon or another form of alternave dispute resoluon. The Council will not generally agree to mediaon in relaon to the level of a civil penalty, as civil penales are determined by reference to this Policy to promote fair, consistent, and proporonate outcomes. Agreeing reducons outside the Policy framework would risk undermining consistency and the Council’s enforcement objecves.

	Where the Tribunal varies a civil penalty by increasing its amount, it may do so only up to the applicable statutory maximum for the relevant breach or oﬀence (£7,000 or £40,000, as applicable). 
	A party to the appeal may apply for permission to appeal the decision of the First-er Tribunal to the Upper Tribunal (Lands Chamber).
